• Sheer size – Problems and challenges often seem bigger than 
they actually are. (Goliath was 9 ½ feet tall)  

 

• Impenetrable armor – Problems and challenges often seem like 
there are no weaknesses. (Goliath’s armor and shield)  

 

• Pointed approach – Problems and challenges often attack us in 
the heart with criticism and personal attacks. (Goliaths javelin)  

 

• Devoted crew – Problems and challenges come in bundles and 
bunches. (Goliaths armor bearer and army)

• Never as huge and imposing as they first appeared.  

• Weak and vulnerable in one way or another.  

• Powerless when they come up against God’s people.
